Hornigold retired from piracy in 1717. It was then that Blackbeard became captain of

his own crew.

There are a few descriptions of Blackbeard’s appearance from the time. He had a
long black beard. He sometimes decorated it with colourful ribbons. He was tall with
broad shoulders. People who saw him said that he wore knee-length boots and dark

clothing.

The people who live in a few small towns have an
ingenious solution. They have dug their houses
underground. These are much cooler and more

The people of some North African countries also need
protection from the heat. Some of them have built
amazing hideaways in natural caves. Many of these
were dug thousands of years ago and are still being

used today. Some have even been turned into hotels!
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It rains a lot in Southeast Asia. It rains so much
that some communities build their houses on
wooden stilts. This keeps them dry when the
land floods. How clever is that? They also have
steeply sloped roofs to allow the rainwater to

wash away easily. What do you think would
